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Introduction 
� Mazari Sharif city is located on the Northern 

foothill of Hindkush mountain range.  The city is 
one of the most important pilgrims destination in 
Afghanistan. In the old days, the city developed 
haphazardly1 due to increase population. The 
modern city plan for Mazari Sharif started in 
1961; during that time grid pattern roads and 
public parks replaced the old city. Since then the 
city has expended rapidly. 

� The altitude of the Mazari Sharif city lies between 
350m to 400m. Northern side of the city is the 
Desert “Dasht-e-Shor” that extended to the bank 
of Amur Darya (River). The stream Nahri Sahi 
flows from the west towards the North-east of the 
city. This stream plays an important role in the 
local economy. Water from Nahri Sahi use for 
agriculture, drinking purpose, fertilizer factory and 
textile factory (ACF, 2002).   

� Mazari Sharif is the largest city in the Northern 
region of Afghanistan. The population of the city 
is estimated to be 450,000 to 500,000.  

Administrative Units 
 
Mazari Sharif city is divided into ten districts (figure 1). Each district is divided into several Gozars (figure 2). There are 
157 Gozars in Mazari Sharif (currently). The Gozars information is collected form Maps published by UN-HABITAT, 
1997. Name and the numbers of Gozars in district 7 is collected from existing government office.  Table 1 shows the list 
of Gozars in different districts.   
 

Gozar-code 
 
� Each Gozar has been given a unique code. Each 

code is divided into two part, first two letter is the 
number of district and the last letter is the 
alphabetical order of the Gozar. For example D10-C, 
represent the Gozar of “C” under District 10. The 
name of the Gozar “C” is “Ariana”.
